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PREFACE

This survey started gut as a fairly simple attempt to record the inscriptions
on some of the oldest tombstones, where the text was losing legibility each
year, and to photograph some of the unusual engravings similarly threatened
by erosien of the stene. However, &s & certain fascination for the
project gripped the investigators, the terms of reference inereagsed in depth
and in scope until they embraced every memorial in the churchyard and

included some work on statistical analysis asg well,

This is, as it were, local social history at ite grass roois level and some
of the problems and guestions posed have led to a degree of study of various
sources of local records, Here the Statistical Accounts have been useful
as has 'Picturesque Pencaitland', although this latter book should net, we
think, be treated as definitive. No doubt the o0ld minute books of the

Kirk Session would alseo provide interesting material.

One or two points of interest immediately become apparent with regard to
the results of the survey, For instance, in the Third Statistical
Account, published in 1953, it is stated that the oldest stone in the
churchyard dates back only to 1560 {2 lack of antiguity itself surprising,
until one realises that numerous stones have been carried off in this
century for hardcore and other masonery uses) whereas in 1969 the oldest
decipherable reference is dated 1639, and the oldest one on 2 stone fully
exposed to the elements is 1657. This might suggest & rapid rate of
weathering, a theory supported by the extreme dilapidation and fragility

of much of the lettering examined.

A1so worthy of note 1s the remarkable, and saddening, incidence of child
mortality in the 19th century, Mo fewer than one in four of all
recorded burisls in this periocd relate to children of ten years of age or
less, and in some cases whole families of four or five children have died
in this age group, 0ddly, earlier centuries do not show this feature

so dramatically, &lthough the samples are smaller and may not be altogether

representative,



A final puzzle, s¢ far unsolved, is the peculiar variation th the number

of deaths each year, The graph of utilisation of the churchyard shows
an almost Gaussian dgstribution centred around 1870 or so, and this curve
remains substantially true regardleés of when the early dateless "unknown"

burials may be presumed to have occurred,

There is scope for endless research and speculation regarding these records,
It is partly for that reason that the following pages have been compiled,
but it must be remembered that, in the last analysis, these are memorials
to real and individual people and, as the stone crumbles, this typescript

mey well be their last memoriel, Perhaps that is worth doing too,
